Introduction

Holocaust research, as one of the most important phenomena of the Second World War, must be based also on researching of the role of military and/or police forces in the occupied countries and the role played by the Nazi Third Reich’s allies. The territory of the WWII of Serbia was subdivided into five occupation zones with the bulk of the country’s territory being administered by the German occupiers. Each of these occupation zones had its own specificities that decided the dynamic of “the final solution of the Jewish question”, as well.
The zone of Serbia occupied by the Germans where the quisling Serbian government was installed, was one of the first territories in occupied Europe in which the process of extermination of the Jewish population was completed. Research into the role of the occupying forces of Nazi Germany, as well as the role of their Serbian collaborators, is necessary in order to understand this historical phenomenon. At the same time, it is further necessary to research the Holocaust in the other occupied territories (in wartime Hungary, Bulgaria, Albania and the territory administered by the “Independent State of Croatia”).
One of the main purposes of the Conference will be to determine the role played by the occupier and local factors in the “final solution of the Jewish people” and, by extension, the level of their responsibility.
